Defining the right form
for you
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) Citizen Energy Community (CEC)
Governance & Members

A legal entity that is based on voluntary and open
participation, effectively controlled by shareholders or
members who are natural persons, local authorities,
including municipalities, or small enterprises, and
micro-enterprises.

PRy Primary purpose

The primary purpose of a CEC is to provide
environmental, economic or social community benefits
for its members or the local areas where it operates
rather than financial profits.

) Renewable Energy Community (REC)
Governance & Members

A legal entity that, in accordance with the applicable
national law, is based on open and voluntary
participation, autonomous, effectively controlled by
shareholders or members that are located in the
proximity of the renewable energy projects that are
owned and developed by that legal entity; the
shareholders or members of which are natural persons,
SMEs or local authorities, including municipalities.
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Primary purpose

The primary purpose of a REC is to provide
environmental, economic or social community benefits
for its shareholders or members or for the local areas
where it operates, rather than financial profits.

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Some Member States determine which legal forms
are considered an energy community, some leave

it open

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Internal governance

Governance model .

Keeping your group

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Decision-making (in line with definitions).
Examples: Board of Directors, General
Assembly

Running of the EC: employees, volunteers,
working groups

Important: communications (internal, with
members, with wider community)
